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2008 Wing MCO Report  
 
The 2008 Media Communications Report covers the period Jan – Dec 2008.   
The report provides an overview of the media coverage obtained, Squadron involvement in PR, 
monthly reporting, and the highlights of the Wing’s PR for the year. 
 
Media Coverage:  
The Wing and Squadrons have achieved excellent increase in press and media coverage this year 
leading to a total of 6,1595, press ‘Column inches’  with over 200 published articles and 8 local 
Radio broadcasts referring to Squadrons activities were aired. This achievement was 
predominately down to 6 Squadrons who have been very active in PR.  In particular, 121 Squadron 
continues to achieve over 76% of the Wings PR activity and not unexpectedly were again the 
winners of the Wing PR Trophy. Whilst other Squadrons are running news events, many are not 
actively notifying the Wing MCO of their activities. .  
 
 
MCO Monthly Reports: 
This year saw a similar Monthly Return to 2007. However, only 11 Squadrons regularly submit 
returns. Given that this information is also supplied to Region and then onto HQAC, it does not 
reflect well on the Wing.
